The term "eco-car" may lead some people
thinking of the small cars popular in Japan,
Italy and France, where the many narrow
streets justify tiny vehicles. But don't be
confused. The term, as it is used in
Thailand, refers to the production of energy-
efficient vehicles. When it comes to an
eco-car, Thailand envisions "ecology-friendly cars for
modern society".
The Board of Investment, under the Ministry of Industry, has set the
following criteria for car makers seeking promotional privileges for
their eco-car investments.

Major car makers from Japan and the US have relocated their pick-
up truck productions to Thailand to take advantage of the readiness
of the Thai automotive industry. In keeping with the policy to position

8) Meet the UNECE* 94 and 95 safety
standards.

1) Excise tax reduction from about 30%
to 17% for medium-sized cars.

2) Income tax exemption for 8 years.
3) Import duty exemption for imported

machines.

UNECE 94 and 95 are part of vehicle
regulations issued by UNECE for the protection
of occupants against frontal and lateral
collisions respectively, which are common global
standards.
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Thailand as the "Detroit of Asia",
the government wants the eco-car
project to be what it calls a "new
product champion". The investment
promotion emphasizes in nurturing
the automotive and auto parts
industries so that there are
suitable economies of scale
which allow them to compete
with the industries of
neighboring countries.
Six car makers have received promotional
privileges: Toyota, Honda, Suzuki, Nissan and Mitsubishi of
Japan and India's Tata. The eco-car production is expected to
reach at least 600,000 units by 2014, to increase Thailand's overall
automotive production to 2.4 million units annually from the current
1.8 million. The eco-car project is a large undertaking and car
makers will have to adapt accordingly. They must invest to increase
production capacity and relocate their supply chain to Thailand.
This will result in promoting career and increase the value of the
Thai automotive industry. The eco-car engines will be different
from the engines of today's vehicles. They must meet the Euro 4
emission standard that limits the CO2 emission to 120 grams per
kilometer and they must save fuel in ways that promote efforts to
manage global warming and the expected higher future fuel price.
SCG Chemicals supports a number of industries including car
making. The manufacture of car parts uses steel, aluminum and
plastic as its main raw materials. The eco-car project will open
expanded opportunities for the makers of plastic parts in Thailand.
The plastics used as raw materials in the auto parts industry are
mainly; polypropylene (PP) and polyethylene (PE).  Some of the
superior characteristics of those PP and PE are light, adaptable,
good performance in recycling and are also cost effective than
other plastics. Auto parts usually need special specification of PP
than other industries. This is used for bumpers, dashboards and
door trim panels and etc. These parts are made of compounded
polypropylene because of its high quality, good impact resistance,
UV resistance, weathering resistance and long life.
The growth of the eco-car business in Thailand over the next five
years will require auto parts makers to increase their production
capacity. The production of plastic parts must meet international
standards and the raw materials must take a significant role in

high quality. Most operators today are
familiar with and rely on PP and PE
from SCG Chemicals Co., Ltd. and
compounded polypropylene from
Grand Siam Composites Co., Ltd.
(GSC).
GSC is a joint venture formed by SCG
Chemicals, Mitsui Chemical Inc., and
Prime Polymer Co., Ltd. It is very
experienced in the production of
compounded polypropylene and
enjoys support from its R&D network
in Japan and the US. It has taken part
in the development of raw materials
for the automotive industry and the
electrical appliance industry for over
a decade. The company plays a part
in localizing high-quality materials,
which helps reduce the production
cost of plastic users in Thailand.
SCG Chemicals is investing in a new
complex to produce polypropylene.
The complex will be completed in
2010 and will raise the company's
polypropylene production to 720,000
tons annually from 320,000 tons. GSC
is also increasing its compounded
polypropylene production capacity to
meet the growing demand. It will
increase its capacity to 113,000 tons
yearly in 2009 from the current 95,000
tons.
The eco-car project is expected to
increase the markets of car makers,
auto parts producers and raw material
suppliers such as SCG Chemicals
and GSC. Above all, the new

knowledge and innovation will
maintain the competitiveness of
Thailand in the global market

over the long term.

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Thai MMA Co., Ltd., or TMMA, is a joint
venture formed by SCG Chemicals Co.,
Ltd. and Mitsubishi Rayon Co., Ltd. which
has gone on to become Thailand's largest
producer of methyl methacrylate  (MMA)
and butyl methacrylate (BMA).

In the industrial sector alone, over a million
employees are expected to lose their jobs,
mainly in the electronics, automotive and
labour-intensive industries. The impact,
however, is expected to be less severe
than during the 1997 economic crisis,
when unemployment reached 4% of the
workforce.
Like other industries, the petrochemical
industry is feeling the pinch as demand
for its products shrinks.
The 2008 year has been extraordinary,
characterized by several unexpected
developments triggered by the increase
in crude oil prices to an historic high of
US$147 a barrel in mid-July and then
trading at a three-year low of $48.25 two-
and-a-half months later.
Given this volatility driven by speculators,
ethylene prices hit a record high of $1,600
per tonne this year, in line with the price of
its feedstock, naphtha, which peaked at
more than $1,000 a tonne.
But as the global financial crisis takes its
toll on consumer spending power,
commodity prices have plummeted.
Although this benefits business operators
by reducing their feedstock costs, the price
of their finished products is falling even
sharper, with no bottom in sight. Thai
producers need to be extremely cautions
in doing their business, particularly as the
country's political strife continues to affect
domestic consumption and export markets
remain unstable.
Thai producers need realistic strategies
to deal with the market downturn in the
years to come even as new petrochemical
projects such as ethylene cracker,
polyethylene and polypropylene production
worldwide has been suspended and
production in some case has been slashed.
Given the times, effective strategies are
essential with a focus on tapping new
markets and improving inventories and
materials purchase
management.

The global financial crisis has the attention
of the whole world, especially with the world's
two top economies, the US and Japan,
having launched trillion-dollar bailout
packages to ease credit.
The crisis is having a negative effect on all countries'
wealth, which translates into reduced consumer
spending power.
Given the situation, Deutsche Bank expects the Thai
economy to grow by just 2.5% in 2009, mainly as a
reflection the slowing export growth rate to below
5% next year from double-digit figures in recent years.
There has been a pronounced reduction in business
activities in line with the slowing consumption levels
both at home and abroad, making a drastic downturn
in production and employment unavoidable.

Over the past decade, the stem
cell banking industry has
grown to keep pace with new
scientific discoveries. Those
who can afford it are taking a
keen interest in storing their
own stem cells as confidence
i n m e d i c a l t h e r a p e u t i c
innovation increases and there
is greater understanding of the
strengths of stem cells,
especially adult stem cells.
Adult stem cells are the cells
that ready to renew themselves
through cell division and
differentiating into a diverse
range of specialised cell
types.

Stem cells are found in blood
taken from umbilical cords,
bone marrow, children's baby
teeth and women's menstruation.
The cells being stored in
banks are most commonly
from umbilical cords collected
during birth, and bone marrow.
Cells obtained from these
sources offer effective treatment
while stem cells from other
sources need more research.
Desired stem cells are
collected and stored in liquid
nitrogen at approximately
minus 200 degrees Celsius.
The stem cells can be used
by the owners or donated,
blood match permitting, to
others, usually close relatives.
Stem cell banking companies
deliver anywhere in the world.
In Thailand, there are a
number of stem cell banking
operations who have the
support of the National
Innovative Agency, National
Centre for Genetic Engineering
and Bio techno logy , and
National Science and Techno-
logy Development Agency.
These government agencies
welcome inquiries for infor-
mation on stem cell techno-
logy and stem cell banking
services.
