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Demand for polymers in the first quarter of 2006
improved seasonally with continuous purchases from
end while suppliers held volume for sale during
maintenance shutdown in the second quarter. As a
result, average HDPE price in the first quarter of 2006
increased by US$26 quarter on quarter to US$ 1,113/ton.
Meanwhile, the higher crude oil price driven by market
concerns over Iran’s nuclear issues and China’s production
problems pushed up the average price of Naptha in
the first quarter of 2006 from US$527/ton last quarter to
US$551/ton. The energy price is expected to stay at a
high level due to the intensifying situation in Iran and
the anxiety over rising oil demand in the U.S. during
tourism’s high season. Those factors combined with the
decrease in ethylene supplies during maintenance
shutdown of manufacturers in Northeast Asia would

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Acrylic or Polyacrylate is a polymer derivative from petroleum
products and can be made from various types of monomer. One
of the basic types is Methyl Methacrylate.

The competition for business excellence in the modern
world makes [T system become one of the critical resources
that have a direct impact on business. Organizations thus
need to keep improving and developing their systems to respond
to business demand.

Many companies focus their investments on IT systems
to support their expansion and reduce other cost burdens.
The network system is a key mechanism that optimally works
in coordination with applications and users. In the past, when
the power was out, people could not continue their work, so
we developed backup power supplies. Likewise, today if there
is a problem in the network system although the server and
application can operate normally, users can do nothing anyway.

Intelligent Information Network (lIN) is developed to operate
according to applications’ instructions. When integrated with
a network, the services will be optimized. These include
sound service, wireless service, security enhancement,
self-protection system in case of machine breakdown, and
connection interruption/termination after being hacked by
those with bad intentions.

Apart from the ability to identify received information,
[IN can specify which type the information belongs to or what
operations the application is processing. With better
understanding, the network can then choose to provide
service more efficiently and better serve the needs of application.
For example, if the network understands an application related
to product reservation from retail shop to manufacturer, it can
then distinguish between a 20,000 baht order and 2 million
baht order. The network will analyze data, give a higher priority
to the latter order, and probably send an instruction to a
high-speed server.

Another good point is virus and worm protection. If we
use protection soffware, we need to install the program on all
computers. On the other hand, if we install the security system
at a network level, our system will be secure from the entrance.
Note that if installed on a network system, several functions will
work more efficiently.

Intelligent Information Network is one of the future
technology developments. Apart from self-defending property,
the network can adapt itself to respond to changes, analyze
data, and work with optimization. From now on, the future’s
network will play a more important role than just exchanging
data.
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The dynamic political situation since early this year has
slowed down the overall economy. Among all sectors, investment
has been seriously affected, as there has been an expectation
on the government’s mega projects.

Based on the analysis of the customs system’s foreign
trades in 2006, exports are projected to expand by 9.5 - 10.5%
annually. Export values in January were previously expected
to grow by 17.2% per year, but the actual growth figure from
the Customs Department is just 13.6% per year, which is a little
lower than the forecast.

Imports for the year 2006 are expected to expand by
8.5 - 9.5% year. It was projected that the import values would
grow by 10.9% per year in January, but the real expansion
revealed by the department is just 2% per year, much lower
than the forecast. This is due to a high decrease in crude oil,
iron, and gold, together with the decelerating growth of capital
goods and fewer imports of raw materials products.

On the other side, the gross domestic product (GDP)
in 2006 was formerly estimated to grow by 5%, compared
to the previous year growth of 4.5%. Key drivers, which
include consumption, investment, and international trade,
will continue to grow, while the government spending. especially
in huge projects, may not be fully operated. As a result, the
target economic growth of 5% seems to be a bit hard
to achieve, and there is no obvious answer how much the
growth should be.

The Stock Exchange of Thailond reported its total net
profit for 2005 at 475 bilion Baht, a growth of 13%, increasing
from 2004 by 7%. However, in 2006 it is estimated that the
total net profit of the SET will be 484 billion Baht, a year-on-year
increase of just 2%, which is based on the assumption that
GDP would grow by 5%. If the GDP growth is expected to
be lower than 5%, the net profit of the stock market this
year is not likely to expand by 2%. As such, this will have a
direct influence on the stock price in the market.

One thing that investors have to accept is that as the
present political situation is still unclear, there come new
risks while returns may not be as expected before. Thus, it
can be estimated that the overall investment of Thailand in
2006 will definitely decelerate.
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Management Tips from Romance
of the Three Kingdoms

Romance of the Three Kingdoms is
one of the most charming oriental literatures.
The story is translated info many languages

and is among the books that have the
highest number of circulations in the world.
For Thailond, the story was franslated
info Thai language by Chao Phraya
Phrakhlang (Hon) during the reign of
King Rama I. It has since been translated
and re-arranged in many versions.

The reason that makes the legend
popular worldwide is that it is fully
packed with strategies, including

war tactics, geography, political
science, economics, social science,
astronomy, astrology, and black
magic, as well as Chinese fraditional
customs and cultures that can be

applied to modern business management.
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One of the main characters, "Cao Cao”, is considered
a representation of executives who build their business
from nothing. He had a clear leadership characteristic
and held to a value that people can make mistakes or
lose in the battle; however, every time we lose, we have
to come back and find out how to win. This is an inferesting
concept that we can apply. Today, there are so many
factors that influence business operations, and thus
unexpected things can happen any time. It is important
to always be mindful and to not fear what will happen,
but rather focus on the goal and direct ourselves to it.

Another key character is “Kong Ming (Zhuge Liang),”
a philosopher of great wisdom and exceptional expertise
in diplomacy. For example, when he had volunteered to
persuade Sun Quan to help protect Liu Bei army, he had
used the principle that we must use the key that matches
the lock. He had noticed that Sun Quan was arrogant
and disliked disdains so he teased Sun Quan unfil he
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agreed to
help. The
lesson here is

that to succeed in

persuasive negotiation, it is

essentfial fo analyze the strengths and weaknesses of the
other party and then act upon them.

His working life illustrated that although Kong Ming
was a very talented person, during the end of his life he
still had to work very hard as he did not delegate his
work.

We also learn a good concept of management
from “Sima Yi”. When he was dying. he wrote the (Chinese)
character “honest mind” (a square with a vertical line
in the middle and a heart at the bottom) on the tip of
his toe. Sima Yi had explained to his son that the straight
line was the origin of the country, and that having an
honest mind is very important to the establishment of
a country. Following this character, his descendants
became kings.

A good example of desirable employees would be
“Zhou Yu” who had been very loyal and been able to be
jealouse for the survival of the country although it could
cost him his life. Another good model of operators/
employees is “Zhao Yun” who had been a skiled warrior
and had performed a full frust in the leader.
For example, when fighting in the field with Cao Cao
army, Kong Ming had planned to lose the fight as a
frick to draw the enemy intfo the middle of the field and
to fire at them. However, the nobility discouraged other
lords from conceding so Kong Ming had assigned Zhao
Yun tfo the fight. Zhao Yun's losing the war had led to the
victory at the end as planned.

These are some tfips from the legend, one of the
world classical literatures, which today becomes a
management textbook for executives worldwide.
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Mr. Somsak Borrisuttanakul
Managing Director

Thai Plastic Bags Industries Co., Ltd.
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In 1980, Thai Plastic Bags Industries Co., Ltd. started its
operation as an import manufacturer that melted and
formed plastic bits and pieces into pellets for sales to
plostic bag manufacturers. Later in 1983, the company
expanded to become a plastic bag export manufacturer,
and has grown consistently. At present, Thai Plastic Bags
Industries is one of the largest plastic bag export
manufacturers in Thailand.

Mr. Somsak Borrisuttanakul, Managing Director, Thai
Plastic Bags Industries Co., Ltd. told us about the current
business:

“Currently, we produce plastic bags for export at
around 95-97% of the overall monthly capacity of
approximately 7,000 tons. Our products include vest-type
carrier or shopping bags, garbage bags and fashion bags.
We are going to add two more product lines. One is
packaging film which has a more sophisticated printing
process that makes it possible to print portraits on bags.
This product will be sold in the local market. The other
product is strefch hood which is pallet wrap film.”

The continuous product development demonstrates
that Thai Plastic Bags Industries Co. Ltd focuses on tfechnology
enhancements.

"As for the packaging film that we produce, we
have Japanese shareholders who provide support on
knowledge and technologies. When we buy machines,
they will help us make a decision. We also have our
people tfrained at production plants in Japan. In addition,
we make our own machines since we have been in this
business for over two decades. Having experience with a
lot of machines, we decided fo produce our own machines,
starting from blowers, then printers, and cutters. It is just the
utilization of accumulated experience.”

With continuous improvement, the company’s
products are well accepted and trusted by customers
worldwide, including Europe, USA, Japan, and Australia.
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Most are top 5 customers of those regions, which means
the quality of product must really qualify the international
standards.

"As for quality, we cooperate with our cusfomers as
every six months they will come inspect and monitor the
quality standards of our products as well as standards on
workers and environment. This requires us to stay alert at all
times. Moreover, we also implement ISO 9000 version 2000
with quality standard check every six months.”

"Another maqgjor factor that makes us gain sftrong
acceptance from customers is responsibility, such as for
time, price and quality. We focus on committing fo agreed
terms since we consider a long-term relationship. We keep
our words. However, if there is a really exceptional situation,
we will falk with our customers frankly. In most cases,
customers do not mind helping us. Likewise, if customers
have any problems, they will let us know. It is helpful,
understanding, and friendly business relationship rather than
only taking advantage from each other.”

As a frade partner of Cementhai Chemicals, Mr. Somsak
expresses how he feels with the business cooperation:

“We are related not only in terms of frade, but also
the feeling. | admit that we feel comfortable with Cementhai
Chemicals as we can talk with each other rationally. Another
thing is that Cementhai Chemicals has an organized culture
and systematic working procedure, is always ready to provide
consultation and support to their customers, and more
importantly, sincere.”

Since price competition is @ major driver in this business,
Mr. Somsak views that to be competitive, it is necessary
to have effective management from the process of raw
material procurement to have a continuous availability of
materials at a reasonable cost as well as efficient production
management to minimize loss and damages, which is the
best way to reduce cost.

“Currently, major production sites are Thailand, China,
Malaysia, Indonesia, Philippines, and Vietnam. In the near
future, | think the competition will be more intense and
tougher as external factors will play a more important role.

In addition, there will be a higher price competition.

If manufacturers do not adapt themselves or do not have
good management system, they can get lost and loss
without readlizing the situation.”

I think Thai plastic manufacturers should unite and
when a problem occurs, we should helo one another
to find a solution. One thing that | think is very important
is information, which is our weakness at the moment. Take
export information for example, to which country each
product is exported and how much is the value and
quantity of the export. If the information is not clear, it
will be difficult to further analyze which part we should
expand and this will put us in a disadvantageous position
in FTA negofiations.”

“Most Thai manufacturers
are still attached to their old
styles and rather not open their
mind, so it is impossible to
share beneficial information.
I think if we can help improve
this area of mind set, provide
factual data, and be sincere,
we can then help establish

strategies to develop this

industry and sustainably

grow fogether.”
